 THE POC CHURCH HISTORY 

The People of Christ Missionary Baptist Church (POC) was conceived in the mind of Pastor Willie C. Rolland 
by the inspiration of God in late 1995.  It began with a Bible Study in the home of Pastor and Sister Rolland; 
on Shakespeare Court in Tracy, California. The founding members were Ernie Bryant, Frank and Angelus 
Ford, Eric and Cynthia Hardy, and Barbara and Pastor Rolland. The first organizational meeting which included 
a pancake breakfast, was held on April 14, 1996. POC held their first worship service on Sunday, June 23, 
1996, at 140 East Grant Line Road in Tracy. After two years, POC relocated to 1655 Parker Avenue in Tracy 
in May of 1998. 
As God continued to bless us, in 2007, POC obtained all the necessary permits to go forward with the plans 
and the construction of our new edifice located at 11473 Larch Road, here in Tracy. On Sunday, August 8, 
2008, the People of Christ Church family held the inaugural service in their new sanctuary; becoming the first 
predominately African-American church built from the ground up in Tracy’s history. This note of history does 
not begin to tell of the labor, sweat, tears and many hours of prayer we endured. People of Christ Missionary 
Baptist Church kept the faith and continued to trust God. POC was blessed beyond measure in December 
2014, by the love of Deacon Knuppe and his wife as they forgave our mortgage balance of $2 million, To God 
be the glory! 
On January 3, 2016, Pastor Rolland retired and was honored as POC’s Pastor Emeritus, while Reverend 
Edward A. Garrett was appointed Pastor, continuing the rich history of the church into the future. On November 
16, 2024, Pastor Emeritus Rolland was called home to be with the Lord. 
Throughout its history, the People of Christ Missionary Baptist Church has been strengthened by a dedicated 
family of ministries and leaders who serve faithfully to support the work of the church. POC is blessed with the 
service of its Board of Deacons, the Women’s Missionary Union (WMU), the Pastor’s Aide Committee, the 
Brotherhood, the Usher Board, the Media department, the Youth Department, as well as weekly prayer 
meetings and Bible studies that nurture the spiritual growth of the congregation. 
The Deacon Board, which provides spiritual support and guidance to the church, is currently under the 
leadership of Deacon John Williams. 
The Women’s Missionary Union was organized in 1997 by Deaconess Margaret Boyd, who continues to serve 
as its leader. Under her direction, the WMU has remained a vital ministry of prayer, service, and Christian 
education. 
The Pastor’s Aide Committee was formed in 2005 under the leadership of Sister Irene Bob. Today, Sister Rose 
Parish-Perryman leads this ministry, which provides encouragement and support to the pastor and his family. 
The Brotherhood, founded by Reverend William Bennett, continues to serve as a fellowship and service 
ministry for the men of the church. It is currently led by Deacon John Williams. 
The Usher Board, established in 1997 under the leadership of Sister Sheila Williams, plays a key role in 
welcoming worshippers and maintaining order during services. Brother Tracy Brown now serves as its leader. 
The POC Praise Dance Team was inspired and initiated by Sister Rosiland Malone, whose vision helped 
shape the church’s worship experience. The Praise Team is now led by Sister Dijnae Savage. 
The Music Department which has a long and anointed history is currently being led by Sister Cynthia ( CJ ) 
Burch. 
The Youth Department, also under the leadership of Sister Dijnae Savage, provides teaching, mentorship, and 
spiritual development for the young people of POC. 
Together, these ministries reflect the heart of People of Christ—serving God, supporting one another, and 
reaching the community with love and faith.
